Troubleshooting OpenType Fonts.

Having things go wrong with OpenType fonts may still happen. Not all
applications can handle all the features of OpenType, and some will handle the
features slightly differently to other applications. To have your application gain
access to all the glyphs of the font, it must be a Unicode compatible application.
If it is not, it will only be able to have access to about 250 glyphs that represents
the codepage of the system.

If you have created text in a non-Unicode application that has non-standard
characters or was created using an unusual codepage font, you will probably not
be able to retain all the characters if you want to open the text in a Unicode
based application, even if the OpenType fonts you are using contain the correct
glyphs. The opposite is also true, opening a unicode document on a non-
Unicode application will probably loose glyphs.
